1) The spiritual reality  

“Do not rebuke an older man harshly, but exhort him as if he were your father. 
Treat younger men as brothers, 2 older women as mothers, and younger women 
as sisters, with absolute purity.” 1 Tim 5v1-2 (See also: Eph 2v19-22; 1 Cor 
12v12; Eph 5v1, Proverbs, Matt 6v9, 1 John 1v12 and more).  

 

2) Parents have been given the primary responsibility by God 

“Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right.  2 “Honor your father 
and mother”—which is the first commandment with a promise— 3 “so that it may 
go well with you and that you may enjoy long life on the earth.”[ a] 4 Fathers, do 
not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the training and 
instruction of the Lord”. Eph 6v1-4 (See also: Deut 6; Eph 6v1-4; Ps 78v1-4; 
Proverbs ‘listen my son’; 1 Tim 3v4-5 and more)
