We’re off on an Easter adventure with John the 
disciple as our tour guide. In his gospel, John 
brings to life 4 statements Jesus says. Easter is 
explained by Jesus himself, the man on a mission 
to give his life to save his friends.

We’ll stand with John at the 
cross and hear him cry, “It is finished.”  We’ll hear Jesus 
speak to Mary at the empty tomb and explain that God 
is, “My father and your father.”
